Frey’s English 9B Requirements and Expectations 2015-2016
Student’s quarter grade will be assessed in the following manner:

· 50% of grade will be SUMMATIVE assessments: the average of tests, presentations, projects, debates, writing, etc.

· 30% of grade will be FORMATIVE assessments: quizzes, occasional graded homework, literary circles, classroom activities, etc. 

· 20% of grade will be HABITS OF MIND; behaviors, homework completion, responsibility, adherence to Core Ethical Values, etc
Requirements:

1. Outside the curriculum reading: Students are expected to bring a reading book of his or her choice to every class for 15-20 minutes of sustained silent reading.  The book may be fiction or non-fiction (NO science fiction or fantasy) and approved by me.  Failure to have a book for class will result in a lower HABITS OF MIND grade for the quarter.  

· Students MUST read 1 book each quarter and submit a review (SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT) in each quarter; due dates will be assigned at the beginning of each quarter. 

· Writing a book review will be taught and modeled early in the 1st quarter.  NO late submissions will be accepted for this assignment.  There is NO opportunity for revision (except for the 1st quarter review) since it is due at the end of the quarter.  Thus, review of student models and rubrics is critical to student success. 
2. Each writing assignment will have its own requirements and an accompanying rubric; however, when you are word processing any assignment, you should expect to:

· Include ALL drafts stapled together with the BEST/MOST RECENT copy on the top!

· double space

· use a 10 pt. font (or 12) and avoid bold, italics, or elaborate fonts

· include one inch margins on the top, bottom, and left and right sides

· include your name, date, and title of assignment on the top of the first page

Expectations:

1. Arrive for class with a writing implement, textbook, outside (curriculum) reading book, and any assignments.  Failure to do so will result with a distinctly lower HABITS OF MIND grade for the quarter.  Arrive for class on time.

2. Students are expected to hand in all assignments on time!  Late work is accepted and will receive the grade earned based on the rubric; however, the student’s HABITS OF MIND grade will be negatively affected.  Failure to submit the assignment after one week will result in a ZERO for the assignment. 

3. I check homework; I occasionally grade it.  Homework is expected to be completed on time.  Late homework will not be accepted.  You will receive a ZERO as either a HABITS OF MIND homework completion grade or a ZERO as a FORMATIVE homework grade.

4. If you are absent from class, you are responsible for consulting my WEEBLY page (see #8 below) to review the homework; you are responsible for the work!  Always check the Make-Up bin near the telephone in room 219 for a handout or copy (with your name on it) distributed during your absence from class.  Sometimes documents are uploaded onto the WEEBLY website.
5. If you miss an announced quiz (i.e. vocabulary or grammar quiz) due to absence, you will be expected to make it up the day you return to class.  You may elect to make it up X-block, after school,or during a study hall at a time of your choosing, but ONLY with my permission.  If you fail to appear on the agreed upon date and time, you will receive a ZERO for the assignment. 
6. Be respectful of classmates.  Appropriate classroom behavior is required at all times.  Failure to do so will result with a distinctly lower HABITS OF MIND grade for the quarter.

7. I can be reached at my email address (mfrey@rsd13.org) every day; I check emails regularly throughout the day.  However, when I leave school between 4pm and 5pm, I rarely open emails from my home.  
8. I utilize an informative web page www.crhsfrey.weebly.com that students should access DAILY for assignments, including homework.  Students can also access this web page through the school website.  Also helpful is the English department website www.crhsenglish.weebly.com.
