For each of the nine chapters you will be expected to write the following in your Gatsby Journals.  Each “section” will be assessed and a total score will be determined.  (Summative grade)
For EACH chapter:

1. Create an appropriate and meaningful title.  Be thoughtful.

2. Choose a different character on which to focus the three bullet points below.  You may not focus on the same character in back-to-back chapters; you may focus on the same character more than once over the nine chapters.

· Choose a quotation that you think best represents the character
· Describe his or her best and/or worst quality/qualities.

· Describe his or her role in the novel as a whole.  This might be speculation at first and more specific in later chapters.

3. Choose a meaningful quotation (in general) and describe its significance in the novel.  It does not need to be related to the character from #2.
4. Note/identify at least two sightings of one or more of the following symbols or motifs.  Include page numbers:

· The color green

· The color white, silver, or gold

· The ash heap

· The eyes of T.J. Eckleberg

· Gatsby’s library of uncut books/Nick’s unread books

· Dan Cody

· East vs. West (Egg)

· Rain in chapter five 

· Heat in chapter seven

· Time/clocks

· Gatsby’s cars/clothing

*Be sure to LABEL each chapter by number as well as new title.  Then use the sub-section’s number designated number as a label for each corresponding part in your entry.
