LATE WORK:

I do NOT accept LATE homework.  Late SUMMATIVE work (projects, essays) will be accepted and earn the grade based on the project’s criteria.  However, your quarterly Habits of Mind grade will reflect a grade commensurate with the degree of lateness or irresponsibility.

1. I expect you to arrive for class promptly; I will assign a detention when you accumulate three tardies.  With the next three tardies you will be referred to the office for a second cut.  The last three tardies will be referred to the office, and you will also lose credit and fail to graduate.  If you enter class later than 20 minutes, you have cut.
2. I expect you to check my WEEBLY website daily (crhsfrey.weebly.com) .  I post homework and reading schedules daily on WEEBLY.  Check it nightly. 

3. I expect you to check Power School regularly.  This is your opportunity to check and see if I have inadvertently omitted or incorrectly entered any grades or data.

4. If you are absent, I expect you to come to my room during X-block of the day you return to school to check with me to see what transpired during the class, what assignments you missed, and SUBMIT any assignments which were due during your absence from class.  (Habit of Mind)
· If you miss an announced test or vocabulary quiz, you must plan on making it up within one week.  Consult the “make-Up” bin in the front of the room (below the telephone) for the test/quiz, and beneath your name write the date and time you plan to make it up.  (Habits of Mind)
· If you miss a “reading quiz,” I will double the grade of the next “reading quiz.”  In any case, you are expected to get the missed work as soon as you return to school.  (Habits of Mind)
5. I expect you to come to every class prepared with a writing utensil, notebook (a three-ring binder will be best) due to the number of handouts, and a biography of any hero you choose.  Every class begins with 15-20 minutes of silent reading of your selected biography.(Habits of Mind)
6. I expect you to include a heading on all assignments, but do not write on the back of lined paper.  Often, it is difficult to read.  Leave one-inch margins top, bottom, left, and right.  (Habits of Mind)
Grading:

50% = SUMMATIVE: tests, writing assignments, presentations, or projects

25% = FORMATIVE: quizzes (reading, vocabulary), selected homework, some class-work,
25% = HABITS OF MIND: behaviors including class-work, participation, group-work, collaboration, and staying on-task (attentiveness).  I have listed the habits of Mind I assess on the back of these expectations.  .
