
The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn Essay
Now that you’ve read the first 14 chapters of Twain’s novel, you must be aware that Huck is being pushed and pulled from several different directions.  On his journey out of St. Petersburg and down the Mississippi River, he meets various people who influence his thinking and actions.  Determine the nature of their influence and explain how Huck responds to them or their influence.

Body paragraphs must include well-blended quotations as part of your supporting evidence.  Strong paragraphs are usually developed with three pieces of evidence; however, they don’t all have to be supported with quotations, but if you do use quotations, be sure to include the page number in a parenthetical reference.  But be sure to explain each quotation and comment on it as it relates to your topic sentence.  Paragraphs should be clinched with a statement that reveals Huck’s reaction to that person’s influence.

· Write in present tense.

· Do not use I or me.

· Use transitions.

· Introduction should contain: title, author, thesis (underlined), lead-in, and preview.

· Conclusion should contain: re-statement of thesis and an extension, connection, or application of big idea(s).
