
A Child Went Forth in the manner of Walt Whitman
IMovie

A-Block (11B)
You will be creating a 2-3 minute Imovie of your poem modeled after Whitman’s poem.  We will use a number of classes to create the final product in the Multimedia Lab (room 2i8) but much needs to be done outside of class as well as after school.  You will create visual portrayal of the poem with your voiceover reciting your poem.  Perhaps you’ll incorporate some clips from home movies or personal pictures from your family ‘vault.’  Or you might use some sound effects or background music as segues from one section of the poem to another.  You may NOT use materials taken off the Internet  (more from Mr. Kurtz on this).  Your movie reflects you as the child who goes forth.  
If you have a flash drive (aka jump stick), great!  It should be at least 2 gigs. We’ll be working closely with Mr. Kurtz in the Multimedia Lab, and he’ll be available after school for several days; he’s the “technology” lead man on this assignment.  Direct any technological questions to him.   
Before we begin in the lab, your job begins at home gathering your visual and audio data.  Scour the house for any possible photos, movie clips (VHS or DVD format are both doable!) or artifacts.  You might have recent photos on your camera/phones.  But the first step before assembling the material for inclusion is to familiarize yourself with your poem!  Review it.  Revise it.  Make it a clear reflection of the person you’ve become. 
For the Video:

Digital Material (photos, video, music): create a folder or folders on a storage device or in your student email Google Drive. Have this done before the first day we’re scheduled to work in the lab on the project.

Non-digital video: Bring in VHS tapes or DVDs with home movies. Know ahead of time which clips you want to use, and keep them fairly brief. With tapes, it’s especially important to watch the tape and take note of the times at which the clips you want appear (i.e. , at 4:15, use 30 seconds) as the fast-forwarding and rewinding to find specific parts can be time-consuming. 

Other video formats (Hi-8 tapes, 8mm tapes) can be used as well but you must bring in the camera or player and the cables—you need the power cable and the ones that end in red, yellow and/or white RCA jacks. 

Music: CDs or mp3 files are best. 

Non-digital photos, artwork, certificates, awards, and other ‘flat’ stuff: Bring in for scanning. Don’t print digital files for scanning though. 

Storyboard- Try to take some photos or video of people, places, and things to round out your project. (Remember?- We watched one exemplar, and it included mention of ‘Jackson Hill Road.’ If you don’t have images of something in your poem, you have time to make some!
