
Introductions-
1. LEAD-IN 
3-5 sentences that brings or LEADS the reader to the thesis



2. THESIS
In the novel Of Mice and Men John Steinbeck develops a sad and pessimistic view of mankind.
3. PREVIEW-
ideas reflected in the topic sentences




No specific details!  Don’t give away the meat of your paper!

Make is interesting or engaging!  This is your audience’s first exposure to your thinking or ideas.  Don’t bore him or her to death!

Body paragraphs develop or explore the ideas in the introductory paragraph

Conclusions:

1. RE-STATE the idea expressed in the THESIS in another way.  Use different words.

EXTEND ideas in paper beyond Steinbeck’s timeframe or thinking

or

CONNECT ideas in paper to bigger picture of today or something similar

or

APPLY ideas in paper to our world or our time or current thinking/beliefs
