Character Analysis

Choose one of the four main characters: Ralph, Jack, Simon, or Piggy.  Write a complete character analysis showing how the character changes in his relationship to issues of power and leadership as well as his character traits (consult the list I gave you) as the novel progresses.  You will have three paragraphs: 
· one describing what the character is like in the beginning, 
· one explaining the changes the character goes through as the story unfolds, 
· and one showing what the character is like at the end of the novel.  
Don’t forget a satisfying conclusion/clincher that answers the BIG “so what?” 
Consider:
At the beginning of the novel Roger is a character who does not appear to have any leadership characteristics.  When the boys are introducing themselves, he wants to stay in the background and remain unnoticed by the others.  He was “a slight, furtive boy whom no one knew, who kept to himself with an inner intensity of avoidance and secrecy.  He muttered that his name was Roger and was silent again” (20).  He was usually hanging out with Jack and the hunters and didn’t need to be much of a leader; he was content to follow Jack’s leadership and remain in the background.
This example is the beginning of a first paragraph.  Remember – each paragraph needs two or three pieces of supporting evidence.  The evidence should include quotations (that are well-blended into a sentence) that are explained and explored.
