
Nature Journal Assignment
Like the New England Transcendentalists, your aim is to experience nature in such a way that you become a part of it and see with “new eyes” or transcend even that and become a “transparent eyeball.”

Plan to be in nature at three different times of day on three different occasions.  Write a “journal-type” observation or description of the nature you experience.  Your journal should use vivid language and the seven senses.

Among your entries, you should choose from the list of suggestions that follow.  I will determine the two best which will be graded using the rubric below.
1. Pretend to be a close-up camera and record in words the details of a scene; them, pretend to be a panoramic camera and record the same area with its surrounding where you describe the larger picture.

2. Write a description of a place or object; then describe the change (due to time of day or the passage of time) in the same item.

3. Make a map with drawings, photographs, possibly even objects (such as pods, grasses, leaves, etc.) found on a walk in the woods.  Add brief instructions and comments to provide a guide for others instructing them on the flora and fauna.

4. Make some descriptive observations about nature that lead you to draw conclusions about life in general.
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
