Final Exam 2014
Performance Assessment

Scenario:

The main characters in the literature we have read this year are all contestants in the next Survivor series.  You’ll note that each of them had power or leadership “issues.”  They will soon find themselves on a deserted island competing for the one million dollar prize and title of the ultimate survivor.  The characters are:

Macbeth, Lady Macbeth, Napoleon, Snowball, Jack, Ralph, Holden, Jean-Louise (Scout), Atticus, Marijane
Assignment:

We will draw straws to determine which character you will “become” and then complete the following tasks.  Be sure each task is LABELLED when you submit them after your presentation.

Task 1

For your character, complete a Survivor “profile.”  This might look like a resume (bulleted).  You must provide a detailed description of your character which is NOT merely his or her physical description, but also moral characteristics too and include:

· Strengths and weaknesses

· Goal(s) in life

· A picture/visual of the character [MUST have either a photo (from a magazine) or a hand-drawn picture or picture from the Internet]
· Current job/achievements (be creative, but believable and in character)
· Beliefs and values (based on the author’s character development)
Task 2

For your character:

· Create a tribe name (as if he had or created his own tribe)

· Draw a corresponding flag for his tribe

· Write a motto or slogan.  The motto should reflect the person and what he believes in or values 

Task 3

Describe three (3) items (Hint-might be a motif) which would be part of your character’s camp.  Why is each item important to that character?  What does it reveal about him?  One paragraph.
Task 4

Elimination.  Choose one character you would definitely eliminate.  Identify and describe his character flaw that would cause his elimination.  Give three (3) reasons why he should be eliminated.  One paragraph.
Task 5

Now decide which TWO survivors would probably pass the challenges and be left to compete in the final round with you.  Explain the basis of your decision in one paragraph.
The Presentation:

Your tribe will be presenting your project to the class and will need to describe the information in the 5 tasks above.  Each member of the group should have an equal role in the entire project; however, you will each earn a graduation competency in collaboration and cooperation for your efforts.
Final challenge:

It’s time to face the jury to decide the ultimate survivor.  Write a speech (at least half a page typed) for your character as if you’re one of the final two and you’re trying to convince the jury to select you as the winner of one million dollars; the speech should describe why he feels he should be selected as the winner.  Deliver the speech.   As the character, describe:

· What obstacles/challenges you have faced?

· How did you overcome these challenges?  What coping strategies did you use to survive?

· What did you learn about yourself and others?

· How do you see yourself in the future?
You are NOT limited to addressing these issues to win the million dollars!
Decision: THE VOTE  Each student will fill out a ballot to determine the “winner” of the million dollar prize which will manifest itself in 5 bonus points for this part of the final exam.  You may not vote for yourself
