	Conduct
	· Demonstrates clear respect for learning process

· Patience w/differing opinions & thought complexity

· Shows initiative by asking peers for clarification

· Attempts to draw others into discussion

· Is not impatient while waiting to speak

· Demonstrates respectful attitude towards others

· Shows a desire to contribute responsibly to discussion
	· Participates verbally but shows impatience w/ process

· Makes occasional insightful comments but does so sparingly

· May be unfocused because of depth of discussion
	· Shows no respect for learning environment

· Argumentative or rude

	Speaking
	· Speaks to all participants

· Avoids the urge to talk too long

· Articulates clearly and precisely


	· Addresses majority of comments to peers not teacher

· Attempts to move discussion onto new idea
· May mumble or stumble occasionally


	· Speaks directly to teacher
· Speaks too softly and needs to be reminded to speak louder

· Cannot pronounce key words in text

· Speaks only with prompting and has not sustainable point.
	· Is reluctant to speak or “passes”
· Mumbles and mispronounces words

· Cannot be heard by all

· Shows absolutely no desire to contribute tot discussion

	Reasoning
	· Cites logical, relevant textual passages to support views
· Relates the reading to other readings or studies

· Adds to discussion significantly with insightful comments

· Makes connections between own thoughts and those of others

· Resolves contradictory ideas of self and peers
	· Responds to questions without any prompting
· Demonstrates some reflection of the text but not mastery of it

· Can make limited connections with ideas of others.

· Makes comments that are intriguing enough to merit reaction
	· May have read the text, but has not thought about it before discussion
· May overlook important points thus leading to faulty logic

· May be accurate on minor points while missing the main concept

· Contributes opinions that have no textual support for them
	· Makes illogical comments
· Says no more than “I agree”

· Ignores previous comments and directional movement of the discussion

· Attempts to use humor to avoid having to do serious thinking

	Listening
	· Listens for opportunities to respond to student-generated questions
· Does not overlook details

· Writes down questions, comments, or ideas

· Avoids repetition of previous remarks

· Builds on or acknowledges what others have said
	· Is generally attentive and focused
· Responds thoughtfully to ideas and questions that are raised

· May be too absorbed with own thoughts to hear other’s comments

· May write down some thoughts, though does not consistently do so.


	· Responds only to ideas that are personally interesting
· Asks for repetition or rephrasing of questions

· Takes very limited notes

· Does not visibly respond to cited text; may be unaware of location
	· Is inattentive to other speakers
· Makes comments that show total misinterpretation of material

· May not listen well enough to understand points of others

· Takes no notes during discussion
