	Ideas and Relevance

	Character
	The writer has created a consistent and believable character that seems like a real person and is clearly created based on textual evidence.
	The writer has created a mostly believable character that seems almost like a real person and relies on some textual evidence.
	The writer has created a character that is not very believable, but is consistent throughout the piece and is not really like a real person and barely based on the text.
	The writer has created an unbelievable and inconsistent character that distracts from the message of the monologue.  No textual evidence in support of the character.

	Word Choice
	Writer uses vivid words and phrases that create images, and the choice and placement of words seems accurate, natural and not forced.
	Writer uses vivid words and phrases that linger or create images, but occasionally the words are used inaccurately or seem overdone. 
	Writer uses words that communicate clearly, but the writing lacks variety, punch or flair.
	Writer uses a limited vocabulary that does not communicate strongly or capture the reader’s interest.  Jargon or cliché’s may be present and detract from the meaning.

	Grammar & Conventions
	Essentially error-free.
	Errors present, but do not interfere with meaning.
	Errors are careless or distracting.
	Errors block meaning.
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
