Strategies to Consider When Writing Narrative
1. What is your purpose?  To inform? To enlighten?  To share a personal experience?  To provide information required by the reader?

2. What is your role as the writer?  Are you a participant? Or a direct witness?  Are you writing in a personal context?, focusing on internal responses?  Or concentrating on external events?

3. Who is your audience?  Is it genera or specific?

4. Is the narration subjective or objective?

5. What details are you highlighting?  Are some ignores or summarized?

6. What kind of support have you used?  Personal observation or factual observation?

7. How have you organized your narrative?  Do you begin at the beginning , in the middle, or at the end?

8. What transitional devices have you used to advance the narrative? Do you use time references such as “later in the day?” or two months later?”
